NetWaste (one of eight groups which comprise RENEW NSW, the waste management experts focussed on improving 
waste management in rural and regional NSW) in conjunction with Bogan Shire Council are holding this imaginative 
exhibition so local residents have the opportunity to marvel at the talent of the Waste to Art participants and be amazed at 
the creative use of a whole lot of “rubbish.”  
 

The NetWaste Waste to Art competition encourages schools, community groups and individuals to take up the challenge 
and create a “new life” for materials that would otherwise have been thrown away and considered useless.
